labour yearely as my executor and my daughters Martha Ffoster and Mary

Vaghan or the survivours or survivour of them shall thinke fitt and appoint

And after their deceases as the Minister Churchwardens and overseers of the 

poore of the said parrish of Cobham for the tiyme beinge forever shall in

their discresion thinke fitt  Item I give to such maide servants as shall dwell

with mee at my death ffourtie shillings for mournings  Item I give to John

Remnant and Anne Spuall two other of my servants that formerly dwelt with
mee each of them that shalbe livinge at my death twentie shillings but if

they or either of them shalbe then daid then I give the part of him her or them

so deceased to such other two of my former servents as my said executor

and my daughters Martha Ffoster and Mary Vaghan shall thinke fitt  Item I

give to my sonne Richard Darnelly to be paid him in plate three pounds

And to his wife twentie shillings for a ringe  Item I give to my sonne

Edward Davies to be paid him in plate three pounds  Item I give to my grand

sonne Edward Vaghan tenn pounds  Item I give to my sonne Richard

Darnelly my sonne in law Edward Davies and their wives my daughter Ffoster
and daughter Vaghan and my grandsonne Edward Vaghan each of them five pounds

a piece for mourninge  The rest and residue of all and singular my goods chattels

debts and personall estate whatsoever not hereby bequeathed my funeral charges

beinge paid (except twentie pounds of my said estate) I will shall equallie

and part and partlike parted shared and devided betweene my sonne Richard

Darnelly and my three daughters Martha Ffoster Mary Vaghan and Elizabeth Davies
And I will that the said twenty pounds shall remaine in my executors hands

three yeares after my decease to beare the charges of such suites as shall happen

to be brought against my executor if any be by reason of my beinge executrix

of my late two husbands and my daughter Cox deceased  And if the said

twenty pounds shall not be expended within the said three yeares then I

will that six pounds thereof shalbe given to six poore widowes of Ministers or

other poore widdowes such as my executor shall thinke fitt  The residue thereof

(if any be) I will shalbe divided betweene my said sonne Darnelly and my 

said three daughters part and part like  And I make and ordaine my said 
grandsonne Edward Vaghan the full and sole executor of this my last will

and testament And I doe desire my grandsonnes in law William Ffrith 

and Isaac Rutton to be overseers of this my last will and testament And

for their paines to be taken therein I give unto each of them twenty shillings

a piece to make them rings And I doe revoke all former wills by mee
made In witness whereof I the said Cicley Darnelly the testatrix have to 

this my last will and testament put my hand and seals the day and

year first abovewritten The marke of the said Cicely Darnelly  These

presents containing six sheets of paper to each of which the said Cicely
