This is my last Will and Testament of me Grace Dearnaley of 
Tintwistle in the County of Chester spinster I hereby order that my few articles of
household furniture shall be disposed of either by valuation private or public sale

at the discretion of my Executors hereinafter named and the proceeds arising

therefrom to be added to my personal estate And as to the whole of my estate

and effects (after deducting all funeral and other expenses attending the

execution of this my Will) I give in the first place the sum of ten pounds to my

Niece Sarah Porritt as a consideration for her care and attention to me in my

several sickness to which I have been subject and as to the remainder of my

residue I give and bequeath in the following manner namely One sixth part 

or share thereof upon trust to my Executors to place the same in a Bank and 

to pay all interest arising therefrom equally between my two Nephews Samuel
Whitehead and Daniel Whitehead (sons of my late Sister Hannah) and

should either of my said Nephews become unable to work through sickness or

accidence then my Will is that they or either of them shall receive during

such incapacity to work a weekly sum to be paid by my Executors out of the

principal sum bequeathed to them not exceeding four shillings and that

neither of them shall receive more than half of the said sixth part

before named and all that may remain unexpended of the said sixth share
at the death of the longer survivor then the remainder so left to be paid to

my Grand Niece Hannah Whitehead daughter of my said Nephew

Samuel Whitehead One sixth share equally to my two Nieces Catherine 

Dearnaley and Maria Rhodes (daughters of my late brother John) one

sixth share equally to my Nephews and Nieces John Porritt Samuel
