can be after my Decease Sell and Dispose of all my Goods Cattle and Chattles that

I am now possessed off or shall dye possessed off (save and except two Bedds and Bedding

and all such other Goods as were my Wifes before her Intermarriage) Together

with a certain Tenant right which I have in a Messuage or Tenement situate in

Padfield in the parish of Glossop and County of Derby which I hold by Lease for a
Term of twenty one Years (about Sixteen of which are still in being) under His Grace

the Duke of Norfolk – and that after the Sale thereof they do apply the money

arising therefrom to and for the Uses following (that is to say) That they putt out

at Interest the Sume of Eighty pounds part thereof for the raiseing of four pounds

Account (if they can) and that they apply such Interest for the life and benefitt
of my wife Mary during her Naturale Life or till her marriage again and

That they do putt out the same Imediately after my Death or so soon after

as they can raise Money from and by the Sale of my said Goods Cattle and Chattles

and my Tenements before mentioned and my Tenant right therein and that they do

apply pay my said Wife the said Sume of four pounds the Yearly Interest of the 

said Sume of Eighty pounds Yearly and every year during her Naturale Life

or till her Intermarriage again as aforesaid from the time of the Sale of such
my goods and Chattles and Tenements which I order to be sold Imediately after my Death
as aforesaid And as for the residue of the Money arising from the Sale of such my Goods
and Chattles and my Tenements herein before mentioned I order my said Executors

to pay and Dispose of in manner and from following (that is to say) I Give and

Bequeath unto my Son John Dernerley one of my Executors hereafter mentioned the

Sume of ten pounds to be paid out of the Money arriving from Sale of my said

personalty and Tenements as aforesaid Then I Give and Bequeath unto my

Son Peter the Sume of five pounds to be paid him as aforesaid – Then

I Give and Bequeath unto my Daughter Ann Euhos wife of John Euhos in

Hadfield a Cottage in Hadfield which she now lives in dureing the Term of the 
Lease by which I hold the same under the said Duke of Norfolk (paying the Lords

rent the same is Charged with yearly during the said Term) and also the further

Sume of twenty pounds to be paid out of my said personalty and the Money

arising from the Sale thereof and of my Tenements as aforesaid Then I Give and

Bequeath unto Elizabeth Syke Wife of William Syke another of my Executors

hereafter mentioned the Sume of thirty pounds ariseing from the Sale of my

personalty the same to be paid here thereout as aforesaid – then I Give and

Bequeath unto my Daughter Mary Wife of John Garlick the Sume of thirty

pounds the same to be paid her out of the Money ariseing from the Sale of my

personalty and Tenements as aforesaid And all the rest and residue of the Money

ariseing from the Sale of such Goods and Chattles and Tenements before mentioned over

and besides paying and Dischargeing the said severale and respective Legacys before
mentioned together with the said Sume of Eighty pounds to be placed out at Interest

as aforesaid / after the Death and Decease of my said wife or her Intermarriage

again as aforesaid I Give and Bequeath unto my Children as shall be living

the same to be Divided amongst them Share and Share alike if any of my

said Children dye before he or she have received or be Intitled to such Share

Then I Give and Bequeath such my said Childs part Share to be equally

divided amongst his her or their Children as shall be then Living share and

share alike and I do hereby Constitute and appoint my said son John

Dernerley and Son in Law William Syke Executors of this my last Will and Testament
