This is the last will and testament of me Joseph Dearnaley

of 73 Dinting Vale Glossop in the county of Derby labourer made this

six as follows. I give devise and bequeath all my messuages lands

ready money, securities for money, money secured by life, assurance

goods and chattels and all other my real and personal estate

and effects whatsoever and wheresoever unto my dear wife Betty

Dearnaley to and for her own absolute use and benefit so long as

she may live after my decease according to the nature and

quality thereof respectively. At her decease the whole of my then real

and personal estate shall be given to my son, Thomas Dearnaley

his heirs, executors and administrators or assigns in each case

the foregoing shall be subject only to the payment of my just debts

funeral and testamentary expenses and the proving and

registering of this my will and I appoint my said wife, executrix

and my said son executor of this my will, and hereby revoke all other
