Case in the Parlour with the things therein, one Corner Cupboard with what is in it

two old Pewter Dishes and two Plates one little square Table and the warming Pan.

Also I give and bequeath unto James Dearneley my Brother twenty Pounds and

all my wearing Apparrel. And if he happen to dye before the End of twelve

Months after my Decease then I give the same to his Children equally amongst

them (Except his Son James) Also I further give unto those his Children forty

Shillings apiece to be paid to them at the End of twelve Months next after

my Decease. Also I give unto Elizabeth the Wife of John Knott ten Pounds, and

for want of her I give the same to her Children equally amongst them. Also

I give unto the Children of John Dearneley my Brother twenty Pounds to be

equally divided amongst them. Also I give unto the Children of Samuel
Dearneley my Brother twenty shillings apiece (that is to say) to as many

as come to demand it. Also I give unto James the Son of Mary Dearneley
my Sister twenty Shillings if he lives to demand it. All which Legacies I do

hereby order and appoint to be paid at the End of twelve Months next after

my Decease Also I give unto Mary now Wife of John Broadhead twenty

Pounds to be paid to her at the End of six months next after my Decease

Also I give unto James Broadhead her Son three Pounds to be paid to him

when he shall attain to the Age of twenty and one Years. And all the Rest,

Residue and Remainder of my Personal Estate whatsoever I give and bequeath

unto James Dearneley my Nephew; and do constitute make and ordain him sole

Executor of this my last Will and Testament making null and void all former

and other Wills by me heretofore made.
